IRIS Computerized Records (1990 – present) 
There are two workstations available for searching Deed Records from 1990 until the present. Ask the clerks for help in using these machines, as computer programs change their user interface regularly, and the following directions may be inaccurate. Be sure to check with the county clerks to see if they have an updated set of directions or if you experience any difficulties.

These computers have more than just the Deed application (called Land Application” on them. The current program is called IRIS and contains several programs used by the County clerks. If you are presented with a menu, select “Land Application” to begin your search.

· Type in the name of the first owner you are searching for in the GRANTEE (buyer) input box. Enter the name as LASTNAME FIRSTNAME with no punctuation like commas.
· Press the F5 function key or click on the Search button at the bottom of the screen. 

· This will bring up a summary results list of everything that has been recorded under this name since Oct. 1990 on the left side of your screen. On the right side of the screen, summary details from the Deed while be shown. Use the arrow keys to scroll through the summary results list and then select the Warranty Deed that matches you house by pressing Enter. For documents after 2000, this will bring up a photocopy of the actual document. For earlier documents, you will need to use the Microfilm viewers to see the actual document.

· To print a copy of the Deed from within IRIS, press the right mouse button and then select ‘Print’.

· To resize a document to fit on the screen, press the right mouse button and then select ‘Fit screen’.

· To return to the summary results list, press the F2 function key.

· Record the name of the previous owner(s) on the Ownership Worksheet from the Deed.

· Press the ESC (escape) key to continue entering new Grantee names until your next ownership change occurred before 1990. Continue your research using the Rolodex Type Indexes.

IRIS Summary (1990 - Present)

· Enter the owner name in the Grantee field and press F5.
· Locate the Warranty Deed on the result list. Press Enter to view it.
· Print a copy of the Deed using Right mouse click, Print. Press F2 to exit 

· Record Grantor (Seller) and microfilm number on the Ownership worksheet
